They can be very different — from cats and
dogs to some really exotic animals like snakes, monkevs, and even kangaroos and
koalas. Koalas are very cute animals, but is it a good idea to keep them as pets?
Scientists, vets, and other specialists think that it is not. Just read this information
and think why a koala feels verv unhappy if we take it from its natural home.

The koala is not a large animal. It has a big head, large round ears, big dark eyes
and a black nose. The koala has no tail. Koala®s coat is grev or brown. The fur' is verv
thick which protects them from hot and cold weather, rain and wind. Koalas look
like teddv bears, but they are not bears, or even relatives of the bears.

Kaoalas are very slow animals. They need as many as 18 hours a day tosleep and rest.

These unusual animals live only in Australia and on some of the nearby islands.
Koalas live on the eucalyptus trees’. They eat the eucalvptus leaves and practically
never eat anyvthing else. In fact, they eat only fresh, new leaves and that is why one
animal needs several trees to keep it healthy and alive. Each koala normally has its
own trees which other koalas do not visit. Koalas live in the forest with other koalas,
but they do not spend much time together. Scientists say that koalas communicate
with each other very little.

The animals drink very little water. In
fact. in native Australian languages the
word ‘koala’ means ‘no water’. Koalas get
all the water they need from the eucalyp-
tus leaves.

Koalas are not endangered animals
anymore. But we should be verv careful
with the eucalyptus forests and not cut
down the trees if we want to continue to
have the small teddy bear-like animals on
our planet.

1"'m sure that the animal was
in their imagination and is no more real than King Arthur. But
the local people continue to tell their stories. They called the an-
imal ™Messie which is in fact a popular girl’s name — short for
Agnes or Vanessa.

There are alse legends about animals that saved people’s
lives. Every town or village has their own story of this kind. | re-
member a story that | heard in a small village called Mowusefiode,
which is in Cornwall. It is a fishing village. It is still famous for
itz fish, but years ago fish was the main food for the villagers.

The story says that once upon a time there was a terrible
storm in the ecean which lasted for many days and just wouldn®t
stop. Local people could die from cold and hunger. But one
smart cat changed everything. An old fisherman tried to caich
some fish for the village. The cat went with him. When they pot
into his boat, the cat started purring” to the ocean. The ocean
liked it very much. The storm stopped. The old fisherman and
the cat caught lots of fish. They saved the people of the village. The people were
happy and made a large fish pie. The cat got a large piece of it, too, and lived happily
in the village for the rest of her days. The villagers still respect cats very much and
cats are the most popular pets in that place.

Of course, | enjoyed my visit to Mousehole and Corrmaall in general, not only be-
cause of the cat story. Comwall is a great place for tourists.

The Royal Mail delivers 84 million items every working day and has more
than 14,000 post offices. Every year the British send one billion letters to other
countries.

The Royal Mail has a long and interesting history. It has been around since the
days of Henry VIII. The Royal Mail appeared in 1516. In 1635 King Charles 1
opened the Royal Mail to the public. Post boys who worked for the Royal Mail
carried letters, riding on horses. In 1784, fast coaches started to carry the
mail. In the 1830s, coaches disappeared because of the arrival of the railways.
In those days a person who got a letter had to pay for it and a postman had to
wait to the collect money. The cost was high, a postman’s visit was often unwelcome,
and many people didn't want to pay. In 1840 Rowland Hill suggested a postal
reform, according to which the one who sent a letter had to pay a penny for it no
matter how far the distance travelled.

Thanks to Rowland Hill, on May 6, 1840, Penny Black, the world’s first postal
stamp, appeared. Penny Black cost one penny and had a picture of Queen Victoria
on it. It was the first stamp in the world and that is why there was no word
“Britain” on it. Penny Blacks are now quite rare.

Today, British stamps do not have the country’s name on them either and
British people rely on the Royal Mail as much as they did hundreds of years ago.

If you want to learn more about the Royal Mail you can visit the British Postal
Museum and Archives in London or the Postal Museum in Bath. They both tell
you about the Royal Mail and its significant place in history. In the Royal Mail
Archives one can also find information on family members who worked in the
postal service. In the Postal Museum in Bath you can see working machines, a
life-size Victorian post office and a children’s activities room.

he Geographers' A-Z Street Atlas is one of the

icons of London, as famous as red buses and ..

You could find it on the bookshelves of the
most London homes and in just every travel agency in
the city. It lists every street in London and its care-
fully drawn maps show parks, gardens, railway lines,
canals and just about anything else that can be put
onto a piece of paper.

Phyllis Pearsall was a remarkable woman. She was born
in Britain in 1906. She stayed there until she left
school, and then travelled around France. She earned
money by painting people's pictures and writing for a
newspaper in Paris,
In the 1930s she returned to London, where she worked
for her father’s company, making maps of the world.
She thought that there was a need for new street maps
of London, after in 1935 she got lost while using a 20-
year-old street map. So she started working on a book of maps. She walked along
every street in the capital and wrote down the name, the important buildings and
even the house numbers. Working eighteen-hour days she walked a total of 3,000
miles, while compiling her book. She kept the information about the streets on
cards in small boxes.
One day a box with cards of all the streets beginning with “T” fell out of her win-
dow. She found most of the cards, but some cards landed on top of a bus and she
never saw them again. When she sent the cards to the printer, someone asked her,
“Why isn't Trafalgar Square in your book?"” It was because she had lost the card.
Phyllis Pearsall called her book A to Z. The first A to Z was in the shops in 1936
and sold very well. Now it is the most popular book of London street maps. It
shows every street in London, important buildings, museums, theatres, schools,
parks, train and underground stations. Later Phyllis Pearsall painted pictures of
many of the city’s famous buildings. In the same year, she formed the Geographers'
Map Company which began publishing street maps and atlases of towns and cities
and road maps of the whole country.
Today there are more than 130 people working for the Company. It publishes 359
titles including maps and atlases in both black and white and full colour. Computers
were introduced into the drawing process in 1991. In 1996 the Company produced
its first electronic street map of London on CD which contained over 90,000 streets,
stations and different places of interest. 2005 saw the start of the next genera-
tion of A-Z maps, this time for mobile phones.
Phyllis Pearsall wrote about the history of the company in her book From Bedsmer
to Household Name. She died in August 1996 at the age of 89,

I. Paul McCartney is one of the greatest stars of the twentieth century. Paul comes from an
ordinary family, but he is now the third richest man in Europe. His musical career has lasted for
nearly forty years and today he is one of the world’s most famous musicians.

I1. He was born in Liverpool, England, on 18" June 1942. He started to play the guitar
seriously when he was 14. When he was 15 he met and formed a band with another boy from
Liverpool, John Lennon. This was perhaps the most important point in his life. Formed around the
nucleus of Lennon and McCartney, who first performed together in Liverpool in 1957, the group
named the Beatles grew out of a shared enthusiasm for American rock and roll.

I11. Both Lennon, a guitarist and a singer, and McCartney, a bassist and a singer, were largely
self-taught as musicians. Precocious composers, they gathered around themselves a changing cast
of accompanists. The Beatles soon rose to fame in England by producing recording of original tunes
and also by playing classic American rock and roll. After their appearances on British television,
British newspapermen coined a new word — Beatlemania. For the next ten years the group was the
symbol of youth movement.




V. In 1972, after the Beatles had stopped performing together, Paul McCartney formed a new
band, Wings, but it was never as successful as the Beatles and it broke up after seven years.
Through the 1980s McCartney worked on his own. In recent years Paul has written classical music
and has worked on films. He also opened a stage school in Liverpool. In 1969 he met and married
Linda Eastman, an American-born photographer, who also became a famous personality. They had
children and a happy life together for many years, but Linda died in April 1998. McCartney’s
daughter Stella who graduated from College of Art and Design in London in 1995 rose quickly to
the forefront of the international fashion world.

V. All the members of the Beatles remained famous after the band broke up, but only Paul
managed his musical talent in so many different ways. He is still writing both pop music and
classical music. Paul McCartney is not only one of the best songwriters and musicians that Britain
has known, but he is also a personality that no rock fan will ever forget.
